Lockdown 5.0

Remote and Flexible Learning (Friday 16th July to Tuesday 20th 
July): 
All schools moved to remote and flexible learning on Friday 16th 
July, this will continue until Tuesday 27th July, pending any 
further announcements from the government.

Parent/Carer/Guardian Opinion Survey, 2021:
