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At the end of last year we advised that Kurunjang Primary
School was participating in the Glasses for Kids program in
2018. This program is providing free vision screening, further

eye testing and glasses if required, for all Foundation to Year 3
students in 250 of Victoria's government schools. It has a
potential to reach more than 30,000 students and is being
deliveredasapart ner shi p between State
partner providers, with the support of the Department of
Education and Training. Letters were distributed in week one

this year with sight screenings scheduled for last Monday 12"
February. The response was so great that even with the
attendance of 10 optometry students from the University of
Mel bourneds Department of Optom
conducting the sight screenings, we had to reschedule a second

day this week.

Screening, testing, and the provision of glasses is backed by
evidence as an effective means of supporting students and their
families, by helping to improve learning behaviours and leading
to better schooling outcomes. 160 students in Foundation, Year
1, 2 and 3 have been screened and the children who require
additional eye testing will be referred to an established
optometry practice for further bulk billed testing. Glasses will be
dispensed for free, if needed.

It is great to witness the increase in confidence and
independence in not only the Foundation students but all the
younger students, in the short time they have been at school.
Particularly great are the parents who realize the importance of
allowing their children to carry their own bags etc and the
children are coping very well inside in taking out the necessary
items such as their take home reading books etc. Nurturing
reasonable independence is also another pre-determiner for
optimum success in learning.

Thank you to all members of the community who adhere to the
signs regarding staff cars only in the staff carpark and are able
to make arrangements/adjustments for picking up the children
at the end of the day. These include carpooling with a
friend/family member, parking away and walking the remaining
distance or alerting the children to a designated meeting spot or
small delay in time. It is not safe to access the staff carpark for
pedestrian use or individual benefit when there are 580 students
and 53 staff attending the school. The Cleanaway trucks picking
up the rubbish in the dumpster and coaches for school
excursions/camps also need access to the carpark.

Signs are also displayed according to the legislation since May
2015 of not smoking within 4 metres of any of the school
entrances. Legislation banning smoking in all closed public
places, was extended in 2010 making it illegal to smoke in cars
carrying children aged under 18. | urge all parents and carers to
ensure the children are not exposed to smoke in confined
spaces including the car.

Today we have included the attachment of our communication
and concerns process if you are needing assistance regarding
your child/ren at school. A smaller version will regularly appear
in the newsletter but the A4 size is handy to place on your
noticeboard or fridge at home.
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Please also keep an eye on the newsletter calendar for the
important forthcoming events. Monday week, February 26% is
our first scheduled non-pupil (curriculum) day (excluding the day
prior to the students returning to school). On this curriculum day,
staff will be involved in translating the essential learnings from
the Victorian curriculum into proficiency scales; identifying the
Proghessivd levels Rfeléarniad in alh dreas t s$ncluding the
expected level of learning, the pre-requisite levels for reaching
the expected level and the levels extending beyond the
expected level.
