RESPECTFUL LANGUAGE

I placed this in the newsletter only a couple of weeks ago! 
We are working hard to encourage all students to always use respectful language at school. Our School Wide Positive Behaviour Support and Respectful Relationships programs ensure we are consistently addressing the issue and ensuing the whole school community understands that swearing is not an appropriate way to express emotions at Kurunjang Primary School. We are asking our families to help us and encourage respectful language in our community. Ways we can help our children is to discourage swearing. It’s also a good idea for the adults in families to discuss and agree on acceptable language and discuss this with children. We cannot stop people swearing around our children when you’re out and about, but we can help our children to learn what’s acceptable in our school. Families can establish rules about respectful language as this makes it easier to point out when children are using unacceptable language. It’s less confusing for children if the rules about swearing apply to adults as well as children. If we want children to avoid swearing, we need to ensure we are setting good examples. Children can learn quickly with support and encouragement.

ASTHMA PLANS

Just a quick reminder to ensure that your child obtains an updated asthma, anaphylaxis or allergies plan each year from your doctor if they have any of these conditions. This is a Department of Education requirement. When your child receives a new plan, please provide a copy to Vee-arnie or Deb in the school office as soon as possible. If your child has asthma, please ensure you provide Ventolin and spacer or other medication to treat the condition. This must be labelled and will be kept in the first aid office at school. 


POTENTIAL EXPOSURE TO DISTRESSING CONTENT / EVENT

Some of us in our school community may be affected by the devastating events in the Middle East. All of us are upset and disturbed by the awful events depicted in media footage and images. This time is particularly distressing for staff, students, families and carers who have family and friends in Israel and Gaza. We are also aware that students of diverse backgrounds, including Jewish and Muslim students, may be significantly affected by public events, mainstream media coverage and social media at this time. Please be assured that all staff are aware of the extreme emotional toll on many in our community at this time. But please also feel free to get in contact with any of the staff at our school if you would like to ensure we are aware of what your child is going through at this time. Our support staff will continue doing all they can to support all our students, and support is also available for our staff. I also want to assure you that the department is monitoring the situation from a school security perspective, and have advised there is no further action we need to take at this stage.
